CELEBRATING BURFORD FAIR’S 150TH FAIR ANNIVERSARY

PARADE DATE

· Saturday, May 29th, 2010

PARADE START TIME

· 1:30 P.M.

PARADE SET UP TIME

· All entries are to be on the Fairgrounds by 12:00 Noon to allow for proper set up

· The Registration Booth on the Fairgrounds will open at 10:00 A.M.

ASSEMBLY AREA 

· Parade assembly will be on the north end of the Fairgrounds and on the harness track, with parade participants parking their vehicles on the interior of the harness track.

· Parade participants are asked to enter through the north gate of the Fairgrounds to stop at the Registration Booth and then directions will be provided.

· For individuals that are driving antique cars and trucks, the Parade Committee will attempt to assemble/stage these vehicles on the grass area between the harness track and the County lands to the north (the former Coronation School property).  

PARADE THEME

· 150 Years of Memories – additional information is set out in General Entry Requirements.

ORDER OF ENTRIES 

· To be finalized on Parade Date with entries travelling to their location in the Parade that is identified by a small display sign that is set up at the north end of the Fairgrounds and on the harness track.

· Number cards will be assigned to each entry that need to be displayed on the entry throughout the course of the Parade – the number will be used by Judges and/or news media.

PARADE ROUTE

· Parade will start and end at the Fairgrounds with the parade exiting at the north entrance onto Park Ave.; then westerly along King Street; then southerly along Potter Drive (past the Arena); then easterly along Brian Drive; then northerly along Alexander Street; then easterly along Rutherford Street to Park Ave.; and then re-entering the Fairgrounds through the south gate (by the Legion) with disassembly on the harness track. 

· The Parade route is shown on the map that is attached hereto and that is being published in local newspapers prior to the Parade and is also available on the Society’s website. 
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GENERAL ENTRY REQUIREMENTS

· All types of entries in the Parade are encouraged, be it a Float, or Bands, or Horses or Walking Groups, etc.

· Each float entry is to portray an event that has occurred at the Burford Fair during its last 150 years. Examples of floats and activities that could be staged/entered are set out on the pages attached hereto. 

· The float or entry can consist of an event that has occurred as recently as the 2009 Fair such as Kids’ Pedal Pull or Lawnmower Races.  As well, the float/entry could portray an event such as the tobacco competition which started circa 1938 or Farmers’ Olympics including the tug-of-war, etc.  

· To enter, the attached application form needs to be completed.

· Parade Committee is requesting that float entries be set up on a farm-type wagon or a car-type trailer (that could potentially be pulled by a pick-up truck).  For the parade,  wagons or trailers are to be pulled by an antique tractor or by horses (if available). 

· The Committee is discouraging and does not wish to use equipment such as modern truck tractors and flatbed trailers.  If any individual or business or group has older tractor-trailers from the era such as the 40’s and 50’s, the Committee would be pleased to have their involvement.

· Entries should have a sign identifying the sponsor of the entry and the component of the Fair that is being displayed/promoted.

· Music on floats with live musicians and/or singers, or pre-recorded music, is encouraged.

· For autos and pick up trucks, it is desirous that entries pre date the 1960’s.

· For farm equipment, it is desirous that entries pre date the 1960’s.

· Dress costumes for individuals on the floats, or those individuals that are walking, are encouraged.

· Proof of Liability Insurance for all entries in the Parade is mandatory especially where animals such as horses or dogs are involved.

· A brief description of the entry as set out on the entry form.

· Any individual operating a motor vehicle must be of an age and have a valid driver’s licence.

· Roller Blades will be allowed.

· All bicycle riders, roller bladers and go-cart operators (pedal power only) must wear a helmet and must remain in their placed location during the Parade route.

REVIEWING STAND

· Will be located in uptown Burford for dignitaries and judges as well as news media.

PRIZES

Prizes will be awarded for the following categories:

1. Best Commercial Business Float - $50.00 Prize

2. Best School Classroom Float - $50.00 Prize

3. Best Children’s Group (e.g. Scouting, Guiding, Sports Team, etc.) - $50.00 Prize

4. Best Group or Institutional Float - $50.00

5. Best Dressed Horse or Pony or Rider and/or Carriage/Wagon - $25.00

6. Best Dressed Pet and Owner - $25.00

7. Best Unique Entry for Antique Tractor and/or related machinery - $50.00

8. Best Dressed Individual or Couple (non group category) - $25.00

9. Best Dressed Bicycle/Roller-blade or Go-Cart (people powered category only) - $25.00

10. Other - $25.00 

11. SPECIAL:  Float/display that best depicts the Parade Theme - $100.00

· Prizes will be announced and awarded at the Fairgrounds following the Parade.

· Parking is available on the Fairgrounds, at the Arena, and on nearby/abutting streets that intersect the Parade Route.
