Rules And Regulations

1. Membership, $5.00.  Membership permits entry of Member for one Fair Day only.  Admission for non-members on General Fair Days, individuals (14 and over) - $7.00 and $8.00 depending on date and time of entry; Children (aged 6 to 13 inclusive) - $4.00 and $5.00, depending on date and time of entry;  Children (5 and under) – free.  Admission for Grandstand Shows will vary year to year.  Weekend passports available at local businesses prior to Fair; automobiles, free.  10% of prize money will be deducted in lieu of Entry Fee, excepting in the Children’s Department and Horse Classes 1 & 2.  For Class 3, 15% of prize money will be deducted.

2. Dairy Produce and Provisions, Vegetables, Fruits, Hay, Grain, Flowers, Ladies’ Fancy Work, Institute, Children’s Exhibits and other articles to be displayed must be in the Exhibition building on Saturday, October 10th by 10:00 A.M. (strictly on time) and remain until 5:00 P.M. on Monday, October 12th.  Entries will also be received on Friday afternoon between 2:00 P.M. until 5:00 P.M.

3. The Exhibitor must be the owner of the Stock exhibited and all livestock must be unloaded and placed in pens or tied in the space supplied for that purpose and remain until after 5:00 P.M. unless permission is granted by Director in charge.

4. Exhibitors must be on the grounds or at the exhibition building at the time indicated for the Class on the day of showing, when the Directors will be there to receive them and give them any further directions that may be necessary.

5. Horses, in harness, must be shown before a suitable vehicle, where specified, unless provision is made otherwise by the Directors in charge.

6. The Grain, Roots and Vegetables must be certified to be the property of the Member and produced from his farm or holding during the present year, the manner of culture of manufacture to be given to the Secretary, if required.

7. No sacks to be admitted with names or initials marked on them.

8. In case of Special Prizes, the same will be paid to the Winners as soon as received by the Society from the Donors.

9. Any Exhibitors interfering with or using abusive language to the Judges may forfeit any prize money won by them and may be debarred from future shows at the discretion of the Directors.

10. Animals or Articles exhibited to be known to the Judges by the tickets only.

11. No person allowed in the show rooms during the judging, except the officers appointed by the Board of Directors to attend the Judges.

12. Nothing to be removed from the buildings without the consent of the Board of Directors until 5:00 P.M. on the last day of the Exhibition, when the doors will be closed and no one but Exhibitors allowed in the building on presentation of their membership tickets or identification card.

13. No premium will be awarded for which there are not two or more Competitors; in cases, however, where the Judges report merit, the rule may be suspended.

14. Certificates of Pedigrees of all Animals shown in Purebred Classes must be furnished to the Judges, if required.

15. The Directors reserve the right to refuse any entries which they feel might be detrimental to the Show.

16. No horse shall be allowed to be driven faster than a walk outside the ring.  Cars not allowed in the ring.

17. Only one entry will be allowed to One Exhibitor in One Section of the Class.  This rule does not apply to Livestock.

18. The First Prize Ticket will be Red; the Second, Blue; the Third, White; and the Fourth, Yellow.

19. The Society will not be responsible for any accident that may occur on the grounds from any cause.  No vehicle to be driven faster than 10 m.p.h. on the grounds.

20. While Directors will take every precaution to care for exhibits, the Board will not be responsible for lost or stolen goods, and will not make any payment in respect thereof.

21. All premiums not taken up by December 31st, 2009, will be forfeited to the Society.

22. Any person or persons violating or attempting to violate any of the above rules shall forfeit his or their prize money.

23. Judge’s decision to be final.  In cases of protest, it must be made in writing to the Secretary, inside of one hour, accompanied by a fee of $10.00 which will be forfeited if protest is not sustained.

24. In case of insufficient funds, due to weather or other conditions, the Society reserves the right to pay only a percentage of the prizes awarded for exhibits.

25. All persons using the Fairgrounds do so at their own risk.

26. When an article is exhibited by a Group, the name of the maker of the article must be given, also on the Exhibitor’s tag.

27. Each Exhibitor or competitor in Classes 1, 2 & 3, will be required to present a valid 2009 Burford Agricultural Society Membership Card, or to pay admission at the gate for entry onto the Fairgrounds.  To obtain a Membership Card in advance of the Fair, contact Howard Snodgrass at 519.753-7242.  All helpers, friends and owners of a horse or horses shall also be required to have a valid Burford Agricultural Society Membership Card or to pay gate admission for entry to the Fairgrounds.

28. All prizes will be mailed by November 23, 2009.
