The Rules for this competition are as follows:

1. The competition consists of three competitors competing in individual heats.  Each competitor sits on the bowl/seat of a former toilet which is mounted on a 2’ by 3’ sheet of plywood with 4 caster wheels mounted in each corner.  The competitor uses plungers to propel themselves down one of three lanes which is a maximum of 50’ in length.

2. The winner of each heat will compete in the semis for the finals. 

3. All competitors receive ribbons.

4. Groups of individuals are encouraged to participate.

5. Competitors will generally be approximately 12 years of age and older.

6. Ambassador Pageant Contestants, Politicians, etc. will compete against each other.

7. First, second and third ribbons will be awarded for the finals – small donations will also be made to overall winners.
